BREEZEMONT
Therestoration and adaptive use of a historic
residence. Charleston, W.Va.

Breezemont was constructed in 1905 by C. C.
Watts as the focal point of his large West
Side estate. Designed in the Neo-classical
Revival style of architecture with a hint of
Victorian asymmetry, the house is built of
sandstone laid in a coursed ashlar masonry
style and features a portico with lonic
columns and a striking red tile roof. In 1939,
its interior had been divided into five
apartments with partitions added and
original openings closed, and in the
intervening years had fallen into disrepair.
To commemorate its historical importance,
the residence is listed on the National
Register of Historic Places. Restoration
began after architect Paul D. Marshall, AlA,
purchased the property for use as a home
and office for Paul D. Marshall & Associates.
Original interior openings were restored and
infrastructure updated as cleaning and major
repairs took place on the exterior. The work
resulted in a beautifully restored home and
office which was used by Marshall and his
architectural firm until 1999, when heretired
and the firm relocated elsewhere in
Charleston. The Breezemont project won an
AlA West VirginiaHonor Award.
