Davis & Elkins College, Elkins, W.Va.

This magnificent 1893 Victorian summer
home of the Henry Gassaway Davis family, is
a National Historic Landmark property
located on the campus of Davis & Elkins
College. The complete restoration of
Gracedand and the renovation of its
infrastructure was necessary to provide
modern amenities for guests and the public.
Working from historic  photographs,
correspondence, and other  forensic
discoveries, interior spaces have been
meticuloudly restored. It and an adjoining
1950s dormitory building have been adapted
for use asthe Graceland Inn and Conference
Center, where students enrolled in D & E
Colleges Robet C. Byrd Center for
Hospitality and Tourism receive hands-on
training in their field. The Graceand
restoration project won an AIA West
Virginia Merit Award for Achievement in
Architecture.
