This project involved conversion of the 

abandoned ca. 1913 Kanawha &  Michigan 

Railroad freight depot for  use as retail and 

specialty shops with a restaurant.  Exter ior  

work on the histor ic br ick facade followed 

the Secretary of the Inter ior 's Standards for  

Rehabilitation, while open inter ior  spaces 

were refitted for  modern use to meet current 

codes.  Much of the histor ic fabr ic has been 

retained and the or iginal freight bays are 

covered with faux metal roll-up freight doors 

to maintain the industr ial ambience of the 

popular  site.  The former rail yard located 

directly behind the freight depot is now a 

canopy-covered open-air  farmer 's market 

and parking area.
