A long narrow ridged site providesthe
perfect setting for this Italianate
estate. Guests approach the main
house by way of a long landscaped
drive that ends in a circular plaza
with a Tuscan fountain at its center.
Limestone, cast stone and European
brick provide the architectural
detailing of this stately mansion. The
center axis of the home continues to
the rear as a roof top patio with a
large pergola situated over athree car
garage. Theinterior is open and well
appointed with all the architectural
detailing expected of a European
estate.  Twin, curved, cast stone
staircases dominate the large two-
story center hall that isrimmed at the
upper floor by a cast stone balustrade.
The back wall of the center hall is a
convexed two-story glass facade with a
view of the roof top patio, pergola,
and wooded site beyond. The kitchen
and family room spaces are open and
beautifully appointed by a cherry
coffered ceiling, granite counters

and a massive twelve-foot tall cast
stonefireplace mantel in the Tuscan
style.
