Thehistoric restoration of Sunrise
Charleston, WV

Built in 1905 for Governor MacCorkle
as his Charleston, WV residence, this
15,000 square foot Neo-Classical and
Greek Revival mansion, is Situated on a
hilltop dte, overlooking downtown
Charleston and the Kanawha River. For
the past thirty years, Sunrise has been a
West Virginia landmark serving as a
museum, art gallery and center of social
gatherings. During 2003, the Sunrise
Museum moved to its new location at
the Clay Center For The Performing
Arts. Sunrise was subsequently sold to
the Charleston based law firm of FCA.
Redlizing the significance of such a
powerful structure and their role in the
community, FCA is investing in a
complete restoration of the mansion
incorporating modern  conveniences
within the historic fabric. Once
completed the crown jewd of
Charleston’s skyline, will return to its
original glory asagrand example of

available for limited public use
