WOODBURN HALL

The exterior rehabilitation of a historic university
building. Morgantown, W.Va.

Architectural services were provided for this sensitive
rehabilitation and exterior cleaning of the oldest existing
building on the downtown campus of West Virginia
University. Woodburn Hall, which was erected ca. 1870
and is one of the finest Second Empire designs in the
state, is listed on the National Register of Historic Places.
This project was comprised of an exterior rehabilitation
carried out according to the Secretary of the Interior's
Standards for Rehabilitation. The work included non-
abrasive cleaning of brick surfaces using "the gentlest
means,” repairing and painting of exterior wood trim in
the original Victorian era color scheme, repointing
with an appropriately soft mortar, and repairs to

the cupola and clock tower, and installation of a
faux slateroof.
